Versatility or Year End Circuit Awards, current RHAM card also required. 
Youth classes may be combined if less than 2 entries per class. 
**All entries (Except Class #’s:  15, 16, 26, 29, 30, 31, 32, 33, 35, 37, 42, 44, 47, 
49, 53, 57, 59, 62, 64, 67, 72, 79, 80, 81, 85, & 92) must be ARHA registered and 
Exhibitor an ARHA Member.  
**Entries in Class #’s 31 & 33 CANNOT enter any other riding classes 
All classes will be judged according to ARHA rules.  
ARHA points awarded to ARHA Registered Horses. 
Western Attire required for ALL classes:  long sleeve shirt, hat and boots. 
Horses should be shown as naturally as possible - no banded manes, 
hoof polish, or silver halters.  Tack should be working tack!
